The Role  
 
This role is based at Erith, Kent, where we have a permanent presence working for the client.  
The successful applicant will need to be self-motivated, well organised, reliable and punctual with 
good attention to detail. The role will involve working as part of a team and some lone working. There 
will be some work at height due to gauging land tanks and working by the river. 
 
Duties of the role include: 

 

 Work in accordance with written procedures in order to ensure the quality and quantity of the 
client’s vegetable oil and rapeseed products.  

 Conduct basic quality tests on rapeseed imported by road and on ships.  

 Record times and relevant details on a computer-based reporting system.  

 Inspect ships’ tanks and cargo holds for cleanliness prior to loading products for export.  

 Communicate important information in a timely manner to other internal departments and to 
the client.  

 Liaise with the client’s jetty operators about loading operations.  

 Some basic manual handling tasks involved, but this is not an overly physical job.  

 Record all relevant information and take samples when the client loads oil into flexi-
